The CSA season begins in early June and runs
through November. The start and end dates

depend upon the weather and growing season.

This year the share price for a single vege-
table share is $500.00. The price of the share
is broken down in the following way:

% $415- cost of the vegetables
% $60.00- price per share for trucking
% $ 25.00- Inwood Group administration fee

The Fruit Share will include strawberries,
blueberries, peaches and/or nectarines, plums,
and applesT here is a set amount of fruit in
each share. You receive fruit as it ripens —
this means you will not necessarily receive
it each week (See other side for details.)

% The price of a fruit share is $150.00.

% A vegetable+fruit share is $650.00
If you are able, we ask that you pay for your
entire vegetable or vegetable + fruit share up

front. Pre-payment is agreat help to our winter
cash flow. If this is not possble, a payment

schedule for installments is outlined in the Con-

tract.

MEMBERSHIP RESPONSIBILITIES

Member Volunteer Requirements: This is

the eleventh season for the Inwood CSA group.

The Inwood CSA group requires volunteer help
in order to run its dite efficiently and dso to
create awarm and welcoming atmosphere for its
members. This year, in addition to payment,
each share will carry a work regquirement of at
least six (6) hours over the course of the season.

Most members work at the distribution site. Op-

portunities are available for efite volunteering.
Some members volunteer quite a bit more than
the required six hours.

Administration fee: In order to keep the distri-
bution site functioning smoothly, there will be a
$25.00 adminigtrative fee
included in the
price of the
share this season.
This fee is dready figured
into your totd price for the share
and could be used for such things as
a scde for weighing produce, reim-
bursement for supplies used or for
payment of a site coordinator.

Pick-up times: Pick up times for
the Inwood CSA group are from
4:30PM—7:00PM on Thursday after-
noons. The CSA distribution
site is located in Isham Park at
the Park terrace East en-
trance. Please bring your

own bags to the site in or-

der to pack up your share.

At 7:.00 p.m., everything will
be cleaned up, 56 you will
not be able to make it to the

site to pick up your share, please arrange for
a friend to pick up for you. After 7.00PM 4l

Half Shares. “Officidly,” we do not sdl hdf
shares. However, you may make your own a-
rangements by finding a partner to “unofficialy”
split your share. If you choose to share, one per-
son must be designated as primary shareholder,

taking responsibility for all payments to the Farm.

Each partner. must note his/ her name, address,
and phone number on the contract (and refer-
ence your partner’s name on your payment
checks).

FRUIT SHARE 2008

The FRUIT SHARE is an additiond, pre-paid
share that provides fresh organic or ecologicaly
grown fruit in season. It is offered through the
cooperation of 3 farms to provide a greater vari-
ety of fruits. You receive fruit as it ripens—
this means you will NOT necessarily receive
it each week. If shortfalls occur in one fruit vari-

ety, other fruit from one of the three contributing

farms may be substituted.

Ddivery begins with strawberries in June and
ends with apples in the fal. This year’s Fruit
Share congists of an assortment of the following
fruits: strawberries, blueberries, nectarines
and/or peaches, plums, pears, and apples.

ThompsonFinch Farm is a smdl, family-run
farm specidizing in organicaly grown fruit. It is
located in Ancram, NY. Proprietors Don and
Marnie MacLean worked closdly with Hawthorne
Vdley Farm in the cregtion of the Fruit Share
and provide strawberries, gpples, and cider. The
agoples and berries are Certified Organic by
NOFA-NY.

H epworth Farm is a 7th-generation family farm
in Milton, NY. For 20 years, Amy Hepworth has
been a the forefront of the effort to reduce
chemica use in fruit growing. The farm provides
peaches or nectarines ,plums, and pears for the
Fruit Share.

Grindstone Farm is located Pulaski, NY, and is

the farm of Dick and Victoria DeGraff, who pro-

vide blueberries for the Fruit Share. They have
been farming organicdly since 1981, and the
farm has been Certified Organic by NOFA-NY
since 1988.
